Younes Kaboul, Luka Modric and Peter Crouch netted in another cavalier home performance against Werder Bremen on Wednesday night.
Knowing victory would guarantee a place in the last 16, Younes gave us the dream start with a fine volley from Aaron Lennon's cross inside six minutes.
The team recovered from the loss of Jermaine Jenas through injury to end the half on top and Luka finished superbly from the familiar headed assist of ‘Crouchy' to make it 2-0 before the break.
The second half was completely one-way traffic.
Gareth Bale struck the crossbar and missed a penalty and Crouchy had a header cleared off the line before completing the scoring with his sixth goal of this Champions League campaign, slotting home from close range from another Aaron cutback after 78 minutes.
Inter Milan's 1-0 win over FC Twente means we top Group A from the Italians on goal difference, with both teams on 10 points.
